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1 Miscellaneous Information You Need To Know

There is some information that you need to be aware of in orderto run the Tanner LEdit software.
Some of the information you need is not presented in this document. I will attempt to point you in
the right direction to �nd the appropriate information.

1.1 Where to get the software

1.2 What is licensed

Lehigh University has obtained a license for the LEdit software for the Tanner Suite of products. There
are two pieces of the Tanner software that should work under the current license: L-Edit v12.20 and
T-Spice v12.20. Other pieces of the software may work, and they may not. If you test any of the pieces
of software and �nd that out if it works or not, if you report th at information back to me I will put it
in this document. I will also credit you for the information.

1.3 The Lehigh University Firewall

Lehigh University has a �rewall on most of its networks. This �rewall blocks all incoming IP tra�c.
The Electrical Engineering and Computer Science network, from where the Lehigh Tanner License
Server runs, is (or will shortly be) behind this �rewall.

Because the Lehigh University Tanner License Server is behind the Lehigh University Firewall,
your machine at home, outside the Lehigh network, will not beable to see the Lehigh Tanner License
Server. Hence, if your machine at home can't see the Lehigh Tanner License Server, then your machine
can't run the LEdit program. Therefore, you must connect to t he Lehigh University VPN in order to
run your Tanner LEdit application from o�-campus.

These instructions pertain to the software L-Edit v12.20 and T-Spice v12.20.

If you live on campus, and your machine at home is within the Lehigh network, you do not have
to worry about any of the VPN stu� mentioned above.

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2 Initial Tanner Software Installation Screen

This is just a Welcome Screen and you can just hit theNext button to continue loading the software.
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3 Choose Network License

The Tanner application will be running from a network license. Click the radio button with the
text Network License next to it and click on the Next button at the bottom of the page.
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4 Con�rmation of what will be installed

This page is con�rming that you want to install the Tanner app lication programs and then hook
up the necessary environmental variables to allow the program to use a network license. Click the
Install button to proceed with the installation.
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5 Start of setup wizard

This screen in Figure 4 is the start of the "Setup Wizard". There is also a screen that will be
displayed to track the progress of the install. Click on theNext button to proceed with the installation.
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6 License Agreement

The screen in Figure 5 is getting con�rmation that you agree with the details of the license for the
Tanner application. Once you are in agreement, click theYes radio button, and then click the Next
button to proceed with the installation.
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7 Customer Information

The screen in Figure 6 is requesting some customer identifying information. Enter your name where
it requests the User Name and enter ECE Lehigh University wher it requestsOrganization. After
entering the information requested, click on theNext button to proceed with the installation.

You can also select whether you want the software to just run from just your ID, or to be capable
of running from all IDs on the computer. If you should have to make a new ID for some reason, and
you select the radio button next to the text Anyone who uses the computer (all users), you will still
be able to run the software from your new ID. Therefore, I recommend selecting theAnyone who uses
the computer (all users)option.
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8 Software Installation Destination

The screen in Figure 7 is asking where you want the binaries and other associated �les for Tanner
to exist on your hard drive and o�er you the chance to have links to the Tanner programs installed
on your desktop. Unless you have some compelling reason to dootherwise, just accept this default
installation directories and click the Next button to proceed with the installation.
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9 Type of Installation

The screen in Figure 8 gives you the opportunity to do a custominstallation. I would recommend
that you do a complete install of the Tanner Suite. The advantage of doing a complete install is
that it will reduce the chance that something you may need for the course, like sample code, will be
unavailable when you need it. After making sure theComplete radio button is clicked, click the Next
button to proceed with the installation.

Now that you have set up the parameters for theSetup Wizard to run, you can just click on the
Next button on the Setup Wizard start screen to proceed with the installation.

The screen in Figure 11 is indicates that you have successfully loaded the Tanner Application bi-
naries and associated �le. Click on theFinish button and you will proceed to the setup of the network
license portion of the installation.

For Figure 12, you want to do the following:

� make sure that you check the radio box that indicatesAll licenses are obtained from one network
server.

� add the text diogenes3.eecs.lehigh.edu in the text �eld for Server 1:

� Since this is the only server capable of serving the Tanner license, click on the radio button
indicating Don't search for other servers (recommended).

If you click the OK button in the screen in Figure 13 you will then be completely done with the
installation of the Tanner software suited on you PC. When you click on the LEdit software, and
providing your machine can see the license server, you should be able to run LEdit from Tanner.
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15 Your New Desktop Icons

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16 Does L-Edit Start Test

Click on the L-Edit icon and con�rm that L-Edit will start without a license error. If you do not
get a license error, then you are all done with the setup.

If you get a license error, and you are running from home, makesure that you have connected with
VPN.
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
